   HOLLAND AND CPL CARNEY HAD BEEN DISPATCHED TO A DRUNK/DISORDERLY

   PERSON AT THE MALL.  UPON THEIR ARRIVAL IT WAS DETERMINED THAT

   THE VICTIM, JEANNIE SNYDER, WAS A MEMBER OF THE CHATTANOOGA

   POLICE DEPARTMENT. DURING THE COURSE OF THE CALL, OFFICER
