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Democratic Party Goes Negative;

Hammond Stays Positive
The Hamilton County Democratic Party, on behalf of County Commissioner Greg Beck, ended five months of a civil and respectful campaign for Hamilton County Sheriff by releasing two negative, personal commercials against Republican Jim Hammond, the Hamilton County Republican Party said today.

“What was once a civil campaign in which each of the candidates presented their credentials and experience to the voters of Hamilton County has now degenerated into a personal attack against Jim Hammond,” said Party Chairman Connie Weathers. “Jim Hammond remains committed to a positive campaign right through August 7.”

 “Democrat Greg Beck has repeated throughout the campaign that he would not attack the other candidates, and that has apparently changed,” said Weathers. “Obviously, Commissioner Beck has teamed up with the liberal partisans of the Democratic Party to engage in a campaign aimed at smearing the reputation and experience of the most qualified candidate in the race.”

Weathers said she believes most Democrats, Republicans, and Independents in Hamilton County do not approve of this type of negative campaigning. She also believes the negative ads will motivate more people to vote for Jim Hammond on Aug. 7. 

“We have been very pleased by the number of Democrats who are setting partisan politics aside and voting for Jim because of his superior qualifications to serve as Sheriff,” said Weathers. “They realize, as we do, that electing the County’s top law enforcement official is about electing the best candidate for the job.” 

The special election on August 7 for Hamilton County Sheriff is to replace former Sheriff, Billy Long.
