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Healy Eligible to Run for Mayor 
Ruling confirms candidate meets residency requirement
Chattanooga, Tenn. (Nov. 18, 2008) – Robertson L. (“Rob”) Healy’s name must appear on the March 3, 2009 ballot for Mayor of Chattanooga according to a ruling filed by Chancery Court Judge Howell N. Peoples earlier today. 
Healy filed a motion in Chancery Court on Oct. 29 challenging the Hamilton County Election Commission’s position that he doesn’t meet the residency requirement as outlined in the city charter. Judge Peoples upheld Healy’s position that he satisfies the residency requirement, which states that candidates must live within city limits for a year prior to their election date.  Healy moved to downtown Chattanooga in February 2008.

Section 8.27 of the City of Chattanooga Code adopted Jan. 22, 2002:

No person shall be elected to the office of mayor unless he or she has been a resident of the city of Chattanooga for at least one year prior to his or her election and unless he or she shall be at least thirty (30) years of age.

“I’m glad the court upheld what is right and fair, and found me eligible to run,” said Healy, a local businessman and lifelong resident of the Chattanooga area. “I love this city and our community, and I want to help make it a better place for all of us.”
Healy filed qualifying papers for the mayoral race on Sept. 24. Since then, several additional applicants have picked up papers to run for office. Though incumbent Mayor Littlefield has yet to file papers, he has already begun fundraising efforts. 
“I have a lot of work to do to raise the necessary funds and build an organization to run an effective campaign,” said Healy. “This process has certainly put me at a disadvantage, but I’m confident that as voters will appreciate the leadership skills I offer and the difference I will bring to the office of mayor.” 

Healy owns and operates RH Apparel, formerly Honeycutt Sports, which is located in the Eastgate office complex. He lives in downtown Chattanooga with his wife, Betsy. They have three adult sons who were raised in Chattanooga. 
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
