Beginning May 1, 2009, the Hamilton County Water & Wastewater Treatment Authority (WWTA) will begin implementation of the eight dollar ($8.00) fee for the Private Service Lateral Program as a part of the Corrective Action Plan (CAP) to establish a Maintenance, Operation, and Maintenance (MOM) program as required by the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation (TDEC).  The fee will be charged on a monthly basis to all customers that are served by the gravity portion of the WWTA’s sewer system.  Customers that are assessed the low-pressure/grinder pump system fee are exempt from this $8.00 fee because they are currently being assessed a ten percent maintenance fee. This $8.00 fee will be charged to current and future customers to address inflow and infiltration of excessive extraneous flow into the main sewer system, as required to address the requirements of the TDEC. The ultimate goal is to minimize the potential impact to the environment and water ways by the Hamilton County WWTA sewer users. 

The $8.00 fee will be included in the water bill as a separate fee for your sewer use fee.  The Water Company or Water Utility Districts are only the bill agent for the WWTA and any questions or concerns should be address to the WWTA.
